The primary focus for today was on the election, ensuring the safety of voters and ensuring municipalities had the

support they needed. The National Guard provided an estimated 2,400 personnel in support of the elections.

PPE distribution will begin tomorrow from 8:00AM-4:00PM. The 3™ Strategic National Stockpile (SNS) survey was sent

to all county/tribal partners.

If the
Legislature does not enact legislation to change the new election date, in-person voting will occur on June 9,

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Weather (Updated: 4/7/2020 3:00 PM)

Showers and scattered storms remain possible across the southern and eastern portions of Wisconsin this afternoon and
evening. A few strong to severe storms with large hail to one inch and gusty winds to 40 MPH are possible with any
storms that develop. Tonight into Wednesday morning could see a redevelopment of patchy dense fog across the
eastern and southern half of the state.

In addition to the thunderstorm chances, gusty winds are expected this evening, and again Wednesday afternoon
through at least Thursday night. Southwest wind gusts to 30 MPH are expected this evening in southern Wisconsin,
lower to the north. Northwest winds gusting to 25 to 35 MPH are expected Wednesday afternoon across the state.
Northwest gusts of 30 to 40 MPH are forecast for Thursday across the state. The strongest gusts will occur during the
daytime hours. Gusty winds may pose a threat to tents and any other temporary outdoor structures.

Space Weather: No impacts expected for GPS/radio communications.

Aviation Weather: Scattered showers and thunderstorms are possible this afternoon with evening. LIFR visibilities may
redevelop tonight through Wednesday morning with patchy dense fog. A cold front moves across the state on
Wednesday bringing more widespread showers and MVFR to IFR ceilings and visibilities. Expect those ceilings to
continue into the afternoon and evening hours of Wednesday.

River Flooding (updated: 4/7/2020 3:00 PM)

The Wolf, Fox River (North), and Menominee River are expected to remain in minor flood this week. Many portions of
the Mississippi River will remain in minor flood as well. No significant rises or changes are currently expected through at
least mid to late week.
